« Alternative 1B can be constructed in
cooperation with the development of the
Gorden property.

e Additional traffic control can be installed at
the new intersection on Hyland-Croy Road
either with this alternative or in the future.

« Alternative 1B and the intersection
improvements could be partially funded by
development projects in the area.

« These public street extensions have been
anticipated since the early planning

stages of the Post Preserve subdivision.
